Memorial signs of nobles of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania in Vilnius Cathedral

Vilniaus katedra — viena seniausiy Lietuvos baznyciy, tapusi
svarbiausia Vilniaus vyskupijos sventove XIV a. pabaigoje. Jos jkurimas
Zymeéjo ir Lietuvos kriksta, ir visiskai nauja salies istorijos etapa.
Mazdaug tuo metu émé formuotis ir zymiausiy Lietuvos Didziosios
Kunigaikstystés didiky giminiy vardai, iki musy dieny jamzinti
katedroje. Didikuy palikti pédsakai — ne tik Siu Zmoniy atminimo, bet

ir tikéjimo liudijimo Zzenklai. Nors musy dienas pasieké tik nedidelé
XIV=XVIII a. Lietuvos Didziosios Kunigaikstystés paveldo dalis, praeities
paminklai aiskiai parodo ypatinga Vilniaus katedros statusa ir svarba.
Jos statytojai negailéjo pastangu ir lésy koplycioms, altoriams

jrengti, jspudingiems liturginiams indams ir drabuziams sukurti.
Kriptose po baznycia buvo laidojami labiausiai valstybei ir vyskupijai
nusipelne asmenys, jy atminimui skirty antkapiniy paminkly ir jrasy
Siandien isliko kelios desimtys. Sie architektaros ir dailés paminklai
reprezentuoja iskiliausius Lietuvos praeities meno laiméjimus

ir atskleidzia permaininga, pakilimais ir dramatiskais jvykiais

pazenklinta Vilniaus katedros ir visos Lietuvos valstybés istorija.

Vilnius Cathedral is one of the oldest churches in Lithuania that
became a sanctuary of the Vilnius diocese in the late 14th century.

lts establishment marked both the Christianisation of Lithuania and
a completely new stage in the country’s history. Approximately at that
time the names of the most prominent noble families of the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania began to take shape. They have been perpetuated
in the cathedral. Marks left by these nobles are tokens of people’s
memory and testimonies of faith. Although only a small part of the
heritage of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania from the 14th to the 18th
century has reached our days, the monuments of the past clearly show
the special status and importance of Vilnius Cathedral. Its builders
did not spare effort or money to furnish chapels and altars, and to
create impressive liturgical vessels and vestments. Persons with great
merit for the state and the diocese were buried in the crypts under
the church, and today, several dozen of funerary monuments and
inscriptions have survived. These monuments of architecture and

art represent the most outstanding achievements of historical art of
Lithuania and reveal the changeable history of Vilnius Cathedral and
the entire state of Lithuania marked with periods of flourishing and
dramatic events.

MANVYDU KOPLYCIA
MANVYDAS CHAPEL

Pirmasis is Lietuvos didiky 1423 m. savo giminés koplycia
Vilniaus katedroje fundavo Albertas Manvydas. Jis buvo
vienas i$ lietuviy vady Zalgirio muasyije, Vilniaus senitinas ir

vaivada. Koplycioje, kuriai fundatorius pasirinko savo ir brolio
Jurgio Gedgaudo sventuju globéju vardus, abu su broliu buvo palaidoti. Véliau
Sv. Alberto ir Jurgio koply¢ia pradéta vadinti Manvydy vardu. Pavadinimas
isliko, taciau surasti kity Manvyduy giminés paveldo pedsaku siandien sunku.
Dar 1475 m., mirus paskutiniam giminés atstovui, koplycia tapo Vilniaus
vyskupo nuosavybe. Praéjus 70 metuy, ja rapintis éme Vilniaus vaivada Jonas
Glebavicius, save vadines Manvyduy palikuonimi. Nors siy seimy giminysté
tebekelia klausimu istorikams, Glebaviciai peremeé ir Manvydams priklausiusj
Lelivos herba. XV-XVI a. §j herba pradéjo naudoti dar keletas didiky giminiy,
siekusiu pabreézti tikra ar tariama savo rysj su Manvydais.

Adalbertus Manvydas was the first among
Lithuanian nobles to endow his family chapel
in Vilnius Cathedral in 1423. He was one

of the Lithuanian military commanders in
the Battle of Grunwald, and the elder and
voivode of Vilnius. The endower chose the
name of the holy patrons of his brother
Georgius Gedgaudas and himself for the

chapel, in which they both were later buried.
[n later times the chapel received the name
of Manvydas. Beside the name, it is difficult to find other traces of the heritage
of this family. Already in 1475, when the last representative of the family

died, the chapel was passed into the hands of the Bishop of Vilnius. Later the
Voivode of Vilnius loannes Hlebowicz who called himself a descendant of the
Manvydas family took the chapel under his care. Although historians have
some questions about the relation of these families, the Hlebowicz family
began to use the Leliwa coat of arms that belonged to the Manvydas family.

In the fifteenth and sixteenth century several other noble families that sought
to emphasize their actual or pretended relationship with the Manvydas family
also claimed this coat of arms.

GOSTAUTUY KOPLYCIA
GOSTAUTAS CHAPEL

Vilniaus senitnas Andriejus Gostautas priémé
krikscionybe kartu su Vytauto Didziojo dvaru ir
giminémis. Jo sinus Jonas fundavo viena pirmujuy
katedros koplyciu, véliau ja puoseléjo kitos gimines
kartos. Ypac daug démesio koplyciai skyre Albertas Gostautas
(1480-1539) — LDK kancleris ir Vilniaus vaivada, dél savo politines
jtakos vadintas , Lietuvos vicekaraliumi®. Jis pasizyméjo ispudinga
fundacine veikla, jamzinusia visos giminés atminima. Brangu
raudono marmuro paminkla po tévo mirties greiciausiai uzsaké stinus
Stanislovas, pirmasis Barboros Radvilaités vyras. Jam mirus Gostauty
giminé iSnyko. Paminklas nebuvo pabaigtas, isliko tik antkapio
ploksteé, kurioje didikas vaizduojamas su renesansiniais riterio sarvais,
kalaviju ir véliava. Ploksté suniokota per XVII a. vid. karus, taciau

joje galima jzvelgti ir individualius vieno garsiausiy Lietuvos didiku
bruozus, ir Alberto Gostauto herba, kuriame sukomponuoti tévo,
motinos ir abiejy seneliy giminiy zenklai.

The Elder of Vilnius Andreas Gostautas accepted Christianity along
with the court of Vytautas the Great. His son loannes endowed one

of the first chapels of the cathedral, which was later placed under the
care of other generations of the family. Adalbertus Gostautas
(1480-1539), the Chancellor of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and the
Voivode of Vilnius, whose huge political influence earned him the
moniker of “the vice-king of Lithuania”, devoted great attention to
this chapel. His impressive activity perpetuated the memory of the
entire family. An expensive monument of red marble must have been
commissioned after his death by his son Stanislaus, the first husband
of Barbara Radziwill. After his death the Gostautas family went into
decline. The monument remained unfinished, and only a tombstone
slab on which the nobleman is represented in a knight's armour,

with a sword and a banner, survived. The slab was damaged in the
middle of the seventeenth century; however, it has preserved some
traces of the individual features of one of the most famous Lithuanian
noblemen and his coat of arms, in which the family signs of his father,
mother and both grandmothers are combined.

Herbe sukomponuoti auksta kilme nuro-
dantys giminés zenklai, pasaulietinés ir baznytinés valdzios simboliai.

The second tombstone slab built in the Gostautas Chapel is dedicated to the
relative and companion of Adalbertus Gostautas, Duke of Alsénai and Bishop
of Vilnius Paulus Alséniskis (d. 1555). He was the last of the prominent family
of Lithuanian dukes that ruled Kiev since the times of Vytautas. The first gen-
erations of the Alséniskis family were Eastern Orthodox, and the bishop's fa-
ther Alexander became a Catholic and sent his sons to study in the University

of Cracow. Having become the Bishop of Vilnius, Paulus Alséniskis took care of
the reconstruction of Vilnius Cathedral after a fire, and collected a rich library.

Although the tombstone was considerably damaged in the middle of the 16th
century, one can still discern an image of the bishop in his advanced age, wear-
ing liturgical vestments and holding a book in his right hand. His coat of arms
contains his family signs indicating noble birth, and symbols of secular and
ecclesiastical power.

Wottowlicz CHAPEL

Su didiky Valaviciy giminés vardu siejama koplycia ilga

laika vadinta Karaliskaja. 1484 m. ji buvo jrengta Lenki-
jos karaliaus ir Lietuvos didziojo kunigaikscio Kazimiero

sv. Stanislovui. Po koplycia esancioje kriptoje laidoti valdovy Seimos nariai,

Jogailaicio, pasvesta Sv¢. Mergelei Marijai, $v. Andriejui ir

taip pat ir karalaitis Kazimieras. Oficialiai jj pripazinus sventuoju, Vilniaus
vyskupas Eustachijus Valavi¢ius perleido giminés koplyc¢ia Sv. Kazimiero
koplycios statyboms. Mainais gauta buvusia Karaliskaja koplycia vyskupas
perstaté ir iSpuosé, paversdamas Valaviciy seimos mauzoliejumi.
Koplycios rytine sieng puosia antkapinis paminklas, skirtas Vilniaus vysku-
pui Eustachijui Valaviciui (1572-1630). Studijavo Vilniaus, Liuveno, Paduvos,
Romos universitetuose. Tapo rastininku ir pirmuoju dvasininku, éjusiu Lie-
tuvos pakanclerio pareigas. Siy pareigu atsisaké 1616 m., kai buvo paskirtas
Vilniaus vyskupu ir visg laika aktyviai dalyvavo politiniame valstybés gyve-
nime. Garséjo kaip issilavines didikas, nemazai knygu dovanojes Vilniaus
universiteto bibliotekai, o relikvijy rinkinj - Vilniaus katedrai. Manoma, kad
brangus antkapinis paminklas is Gotlando smiltainio galéjo buti sukurtas
jau po vyskupo mirties, 1631 m. $ventinant jo jrengta Valaviciu koplycia.
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The chapel related to the name of the
noble Woltowicz family was called the
Royal Chapel for a long time. In 1484

it was endowed by King of Poland and
Grand Duke of Lithuania Casimirus
Jagiellon, and consecrated to the Blessed

Family members of the Grand Dukes of
Lithuania and Prince Casimirus were
buried in the crypt under the chapel.

When the Prince was officially declared a saint, Bishop of Vilnius Eustathius

Woltowicz relinquished the family chapel for the construction of

St Casimir’s Chapel. In return the bishop received the Royal Chapel, which
he rebuilt, decorated and turned into the Wollowicz family mausoleum.
A monument to Bishop of Vilnius Eustathius Woltowicz (1572-1630) dec-
orates the eastern wall of the chapel. Born into the family of the Elder of
Grodno, the Bishop studied in the universities of Vilnius, Leuwen, Padua

and Rome. He was the first clergyman to hold the office of the vice-chancel-

lor of Lithuania. He renounced this office having become the Bishop ot Vil-
nius. Wottowicz won fame as a nobleman of high erudition who donated a
great number of books to Vilnius University, and a collection of relics - to
Vilnius Cathedral. The expensive funerary monument made tfrom Gotland
sandstone may have been created already after the Bishop's death, in 1631,
when the Woltowicz Chapel endowed by him was consecrated.

KESGAILY KOPLYCIA
KESGAILA CHAPEL

Kesgaila buvo vienas i$ Sesiy Vytauto laikais gyvenusiuy
broliy Valimantaiciu, jo vardas ilgainiui priskirtas visos
giminés palikuonims. Rumbaudas Valimantaitis Vilniaus
katedroje fundavo Rumbaudo altoriy. Kesgaila Valiman-
taitis arba jo palikuonys fundavo Kesgailu koplycia. Kaip Baznycios ré-
meéjas labiausiai pasizyméjo Sudivojaus Valimantaicio sinus Stanislovas
Sudivojaitis. Jis buvo pirmasis Kauno bernardinu vienuolyno geradarys
(1471 m.), taip pat fundavo Sudivojaus koplycia Vilniaus katedroje, joje vé-
liau buvo palaidotas kartu su kitais giminés nariais. [lgainiui Valimantai-
Ciy giminés vardas ir koplycios sunyko, liko Kesgailos vardas ir saglyginé
koplycCios vieta. Giminés atminima 1700 m. pasistengé jamzinti Kristupas
Zavisa, uzsakes puosnia epitafija is Kesgailu kilusiems savo protéviams ir
jirenges ja Kesgailu koplycioje (siandien - siaurinis katedros iséjimas).

Kesgaila was one of the six brothers Valimantaitis who lived in the times
of Grand Duke Vytautas, and in the long run his name was attributed to
the descendants of the entire family. Rumbaudas Valimantaitis endowed
an altar in Vilnius Cathedral, and Kesgaila Valimantaitis or his descend-
ants endowed a chapel. Stanislovas, son of Sudivojus Valimantaitis, was
most distinguished as a patron of the Church. He was the first benefac-
tor of the Kaunas Bernardine monastery and also endowed the Sudivo-
jus chapel in Vilnius Cathedral, where he was buried together with other
members of the family. Gradually the Valimantaitis family fell into de-
cline, only the name of Kesgaila and the provisional location of the chapel
survived. In 1700 Christophorus Zawisza commemorated the family by
having a sumptuous epitaph made for his forefathers, descendants of the
Kesgaila family, which was set up in the Kesgaila Chapel (today, the north-
ern exit of the cathedral).

One of the earliest valuable objects held in
the treasury of Vilnius Cathedral is a staff of a
member of the cathedral chapter —a chanter
who was responsible for music, chanting and
ceremonial festivities. As the inscription says,
it was renewed or made according to an older
example by Bishop Valerianus Protasewicz.
The staff is displayed in the Church Heritage
Museum.

Vilniuje siautusios
maro epidemijos ir karo su Maskva speta pabaigti tik skulptuars,
vaizduojancia dvasininka, viena ranka prie kratinés spaudziantj kryziy,
o kita laiminantj tikinciuosius. Vyskupas miré Karaliauciuje 1656-aisiais.
Jo atvaizdas desimtmetj saugotas Verkiu rumuose, kol kanauninkas
Tomas Girskis nusprendé atsidékoti senajam vyskupui jrengdamas
paminkla Vilniaus katedroje. Epitafine lenta paminklui XVIII a. pridéjo
Zemaiciy vyskupas Antanas Tiskevicius.

Georgius Tyszkiewicz (1596-1656), the son of the voivode of Mstislavl
and Braclaw, having decided to become a clergyman, was severely beaten
up by his father. He studied in Jesuit colleges in Vilnius, Lublin, Poznan,
and the University of Krakow. A well-educated and gifted administrator
became the Bishop of Samogitia and Vilnius. As an envoy of King
Ladislaus Vasa, he visited Pope Urbanus VIII, and was the head of the
Catholic delegation in Torun to lead negotiations with the Protestants.
According to the plan, the sculptor Giovanni Francesco Rossi and the
architect Giovanni Battista Gisleni had to create a funerary monument
to the bishop, but only the sculpture was finished betore the plague
epidemic and the war with Moscow broke out in the middle of the 17th
century. Ten years after the bishop's death the image of a clergyman
pressing a cross to his chest and blessing the faithful was transferred

to Vilnius Cathedral. The memorial plaque was added by the Bishop of
Samogitia Antonius Tyszkiewicz in the 18th century.

Bishop Georgius Tyszkiewicz donated the
magnificent monstrance of pure gold

decorated with diamonds and other precious
stones to Vilnius Cathedral. His coat of arms
with initials is represented in the décor of the

foot of the monstrance.

Sculptor Costantino Tencalla, who worked in St Casimir’s Chapel, left one
more work in Vilnius Cathedral — a monument to Samuel Pac. Having
participated in the Livonian war and a march to Moscow, Samuel Pac
became a Rittmeister to the king, a colonel, an army regiment commander,
and the standard bearer of Lithuania. He died at the age of 34, having

lost his riches and health in the battlefield. Particularly interesting is

the nobleman’s portrait from the 17th century, which is set up in the
monument, although only its exact copy has reached our times. Samuel's
funeral was arranged and the monument was endowed by his older brother
Stephanus, a referendary and treasurer of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania.
This nobleman had recently returned from his visits to European courts,
where he established relations with his supposed relative Cosimo Pazzi

in Florence. Stephanus’ sons, Chancellor of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania
Christophorus Sigismundus Pac and Bishop of Vilnius Nicolaus Stephanus
Pac, continued to maintain contacts with the Italian nobles.
