Prince Casimir was born into the royal family of the King of
Poland and Grand Duke of Lithuania Casimir and Elisabeth

of Austria on 3 October 1458 in Cracow, the Wawel Royal
Castle. He was the second of the king’s six sons. Prince
Casimir lived in the times when the advantages of belonging
to the royal class and the ruler’s political power were
particularly important. A staunch supporter of Christian
values, the prince resisted the pressure of his family and
society to change his ways and live “like everybody else”,

and avoided luxury and pleasures befitting the ruler’s son.
He was noted for firmness and justice in performing his
public duties, and distinguished himself as a thoughtful

ruler dedicated to the affairs of the country. Casimir died

at the age of twenty-six in the Grodno Castle on 4 March 1484.
The patron saint of Lithuania is one of the few saints of royal
origin whose merits and strength of character were acclaimed
soon after his death. In 1602 Pope Clemens VIII recognized
his holiness, and St Casimir’'s Day — March 4th —began to be
ceremoniously celebrated in Lithuania and Poland.

A graphic image of 5t Casimir
decorates the first biography of the
saint Vita Beati Casimiri Confessoris,
published in Cracow in 1521.

The author, an envoy of Pope Leo X,
Bishop Zaccaria Ferreri, collected the
material for the prince's canonization
case in Vilnius and asked the
witnesses who knew or had met the
Blessed One to describe Casimir’s
appearance. It is argued that the
prince’s portrait features can be seen
both in “The Three-Handed Casimir”
and the images of the first biography

of the saint.

In the early eighteenth century, the
icon of 5t Casimir was encased in
silver — a token of gratitude for the
prayers that had been heard. Most
probably during the rule of the Vasa
dynasty, in the process of renovation
of the image, the prince’s chest was
decorated with the Order of the Golden
Fleece, which was greatly valued by
this dynasty and also adorned the
endowment plaque of St Casimir’s
Chapel. It replaced a medallion with
an image of the Mother of God on the
prince’s chest. In this earliest image
the prince is represented with a lily

and a rosary in his hand.

In 1604, while celebrating

the ceremony of St Casimir’s
canonization in Vilnius, the
construction of St Casimir’s
Church began in the very centre
of the city, next to the Town Hall.
[t is the first Baroque church in

this country. Bishop Benedykt
Woyna consecrated its corner
stone, and the church itself was

consecrated on 22 July 1635.

The architecture of the church was created by Jonas Frankevicius S]J

(17th c.) and Johann Christoph Glaubitz (second half of the 18th c.).
In 1636, St Casimir’s body was ceremoniously transferred
from the Royal Chapel to St Casimir’s Chapel in Vilnius Cathedral,

which was specially built in his honour and regally decorated.
The construction of the chapel was started by King Sigismund
Vasa and finished by his son Ladislaus Vasa. The architects of the T

chapel were Matteo Castello and Costante Tencalla. The painter
Michelangelo Palloni and the sculptor Giovanni Pietro Perti
decorated the interior. The architecture and decoration of the
chapel tells the story of the saint’s life, reveals his virtues, and
represents the miracles that took place through his intercession
and the graces experienced by believers.
